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SUMMARY

Writing is one of the most important means of communication that enables a
person to write down his thoughts, feelings, and accomplishments in
different areas of life, and is his method of writing down the human heritage
and transferring it to successive generations, and through it it is possible to
find out what he has caused by developing and changing an impact on the
lives of individuals and societies throughout the ages.

If writing is important in a person’s life in general, its importance increases
for the secondary school student in particular, because at this stage he has
psychological, mental, and linguistic characteristics that encourage his
education, and his language abilities and skills at this stage reach the level of
linguistic activity so that he is allowed to With the taste and choice of the
readable material, he reaches the level of his linguistic abilities and
expressive skills to the extent that he can express with him the things he sees
and the situations he experiences.

Persuasive writing has an important role in students ’lives, as it increases the
opportunities for social interaction between them both inside and outside the
school through persuasive dialogue with others, and then developing their
thinking and empowering them to discuss allegations. Persuasive writing is
an important type of writing that relies on persuasion and discussing
pilgrimage issues by providing Evidence and evidence, and aims to develop
the capabilities of critical and analytical thinking and problem solving, and
provide the best means for discussing various allegations of controversial
issues, and helps in developing the capabilities of communicating with
others for discussions, and various dialogues on pilgrim issues.

If persuasive writing has this importance in general, it is more important for
high school students - in particular as it helps to provide an opportunity to
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exchange views between students each other - and it helps to learn methods
of free thinking, speaking, listening and expressing opinion.

Despite the importance of persuasive writing skills for high school students,
it does not receive attention in the secondary stage, where writing is taught
in the secondary stage through editorial expression topics that focus on
current events, diary writing, personal notes, and stories,

Biographies, and are not interested in writing pilgrimage topics in which
students present their opinion supported by evidence, proofs and
corroborations, and do not care to provide opinions and arguments and
inferred to support, refute or reject them, and do not care to refute other
opinions and provide reasons for accepting or rejecting the arguments of
different opinions.

Hence the need to conduct a study to use language pilgrims to develop
persuasive writing skills for first-year students of Al-Azhari secondary

school.

The research comes in four chapters:

Chapter One: The Research Problem.
Where the current study problem is determined by the weakness of
persuasive writing skills among Al-Azhar high school students, and the lack
of modern approaches and strategies through which this weakness can be
remedied and these skills developed.

To address this problem, the research attempts to address this problem

by answering the following main guestion:

Q: How can you build a program based on language pilgrims to develop
persuasive writing skills for students of Al-Azhar secondary school?

There are some sub-questions below from it.
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Q1 - What are the persuasive writing skills suitable for Al-Azhar high school
students?

Q2- What are the foundations for building a program based on the language
pilgrims to develop persuasive writing skills for students of Al-Azhar high
school?

Q3- What is the program based on language pilgrims to develop persuasive
writing skills among students of Al-Azhar high school?

Q4- What is the effectiveness of the program based on the language pilgrims
to develop persuasive writing skills among students of Al-Azhar high

school?

Research hypotheses:

1) The first hypothesis: "There is a statistically significant difference
between the mean scores of the experimental group students in the pre and
post measurements of the persuasive writing skills in favor of the post
measurement."

2) The second hypothesis: "There is a statistically significant difference
between the mean scores of students of the experimental group and the
control in the post measurement of persuasive writing skills in favor of the
experimental group."

3) The third assumption states that "the pilgrims' language program achieves
an appropriate degree of effectiveness and influence in developing
persuasive writing skills for students of Al-Azhar secondary school.”

The search was limited to the following limits:

- Spatial limits for the initial sample: Some of the Al-Azhar secondary
institutes affiliated with Kafr El-Sheikh Educational Administration in Al-

Azhar in Kafr EI-Sheikh Governorate represent various environments.
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Sample of experimentation: A sample of students of the first secondary class
of Al-Azhari, who are (80) students who are randomly chosen from one of
the Al-Azhar secondary institutes affiliated with the Kafra administration of
Sheikh Al-Azhar.

Timelines: Trying the proposed program for one full semester.

The second chapter consists of:

The first axis: the nature of linguistic pilgrims, the concept of linguistic

pilgrims, the theory of linguistic pilgrims, the structure of pilgrims, the
techniques of pilgrims, the types of linguistic pilgrims, and the educational
value of linguistic pilgrims.

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the fourth chapter :

Presentation of the most important results:

1- There is a statistically significant difference at the level of significance
(0.001) between the mean levels of pre and post measurements of persuasive
writing skills among students of the experimental group for domains or the
total degree in favor of telemetry.

2- That the value of (T) for the domains or the total score for the test is
statistically significant at the level of significance (0.001), which indicates a
statistically significant difference between the mean scores of students of the
experimental group and the control in the post measurement of the
persuasive writing skills in favor of the experimental group,

3- The effect of the pilgrims ’language program was acceptable for the study
sample, as the ratio of the adjusted gain to Black is equal to (1.44), and it
falls within the range that Black determined for effectiveness, which is from
(1-2), and this confirms that the pilgrims’ language is effective in developing
skills Persuasive writing for Al-Azhar high school students.

In light of the results of the research, he recommended the following:

- To consider teaching persuasive writing as an organized writing process
that proceeds according to a specific system where it begins by presenting a
claim related to a position or opinion regarding a contentious issue or a
pilgrimage idea, then

Presenting evidence and proofs and arguments that support the pilgrimage
idea, and linking it with the point of view with so-called justifications, then

presenting opposing views and arguments of the other party, and in the end
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refuting it with reasons, arguments and logical evidence, all of this being
done in a specific context by arranging ideas and organizing them according
to the arrangement of the elements of the structure Regulatory of the
persuasive Pilgrimage Text, which contributes to convincing and influencing
readers.

Training teachers on the pilgrims ’language procedures, which consists of
six phases, namely: the prosecution, the stage: the data, the stage: the
opposing prosecution, the stage: refutation, the stage: the calendar, and the
stage: publishing.

Training students to use pilgrims' language procedures when writing
persuasive texts.

Providing a large number of activities that encourage the development of
persuasive writing skills.

- Providing a number of persuasive texts that clarify the elements of the
organizational structure of the persuasive text.

Providing appropriate opportunities to enable students to express their own
view of the various pilgrimage issues while supporting them with evidence
and logical arguments.

Preparing guides for Arabic language teachers at all educational levels
according to the procedures of the language pilgrims.

Holding training courses for Arabic language teachers and mentors to inform
them about the procedures, foundations and procedures of language
pilgrims.

Providing class libraries and school libraries with newspapers and magazines
dealing with modern pilgrim issues on the Arab and international scene that

benefit students in this field.
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Encouraging students to conduct pilgrimage conversations with others to
learn about their beliefs and ideas about issues and problems that concern
them.

-Reconsidering the traditional programs offered to students of Al-Azhar
secondary school in order to develop their persuasive writing skills in light
of the program offered by the current study and the list of skills that the
study reached.

[1 In light of the results of the research and its recommendations, the
research proposes to carry out the following studies and research:

- A program to develop persuasive writing skills for prep students in the
light of the pilgrims ’language procedures.

Developing writing education at the secondary level in light of the pilgrims
’language procedures.

- The effectiveness of linguistic pilgrims in developing persuasive writing
skills for Arabic language students at the College of Education.

- The effectiveness of the pilgrims ’linguistic strategy in developing
persuasive writing skills for high school students.

- The effectiveness of the debate strategy in developing persuasive writing
skills for high school students.

- The effectiveness of a program based on Hajj strategies in developing
persuasive writing skills for high school students.

- based on the linguistic program of pilgrims in the development of writing
skills of persuasive students of Arabic from non-native speakers.

[J In the light of what the researcher presented from analyzing the results of
the research, its interpretation, and discussing it, the most prominent results

of the research are presented here.
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The pilgrim-based program has effectiveness in developing persuasive
writing skills for first-year high school students, where the results
demonstrate a statistically significant difference between the mean scores of
students of the experimental group in the pre and post measurements of
persuasive writing skills in favor of post-measurement.

The aim of this research was to develop persuasive writing skills for Al-

The semi-experimental approach was used for two groups (experimental and
control) with the pre and post testing, the experimental group studied the
program based on the language pilgrims, while the control group studied the
traditional method, and the research sample consisted of (80) students who
were randomly selected from first-year students of Al-Azhari secondary
school To achieve the research objectives, The researcher has prepared the
following educational tools and materials:

-A list of persuasive writing skills appropriate for first-year students of Al-
Azhari secondary school.

A test to measure persuasive writing skills, and its validity and reliability
were confirmed.

A program based on language pilgrims to develop these skills.

-A teacher's guide to using the Pilgrim-Based Program.

-Apply the test to the two groups: the experimental, and the pre-controlled,
then apply the program based on the pilgrims' language to the experimental
group while studying the control group in the traditional way, then apply the
test afterwards.

-After the application is over, the statistical treatment has been completed;
The research reached a number of results, the most important of which are:
-The effectiveness of using the Hajj-based language program to develop
persuasive writing skills for first-year students of Al-Azhari secondary
school.

Finally, the research presented a number of recommendations and proposals
in light of the results reached.
